Recent working parties have focused on the meaddawbthe sham castle. The aim was to have a neat
transition from meadow to woodland with minimal imtales and weeds between. We have harassed the
Himalayan Balsam, but shall need to continue balkashing for a couple of seasons before it will
become discouraged and die away.

We have cleared rocks (carefully saving them teame landscaping around the Dog’s Mouth Spring
which was left with a pile of ugly rubble by theser that repaired the Gorge footpath) and some V&ssi
tree boughs. Half a dozen elderly Friends, heawimg rope to drag these away from the meadowawas
fine sight! We baulked at the trunks but have mnied off side branches and cleared the ground around
so two of these form a convenient natural picniat.sfEds: from where we espied the geocachers

Now we need to keep mowing the surrounding areaemmburage grass to return. You can help by
using the area as much as possible to keep thesvismettlen down and discouraged.

We have tried to clear the ravine beck of debristbere is more to do.

Future working parties will concentrate on the dogiouth spring and clearing sight lines that are
obstructed by self-seeded shrubs. The waterfdlltao attractive stone bridges are prime candidai®s
well as the margin of the upper lake.

There is lots to do but we need more willing bodi€ome and join us at 10 am on the third Satuiday
each month (that gives you an hour to pick up they&ins at the Farmers’ Market) and enjoy healthy
exercise, fresh air, good companionship and a safiméde in our beautiful park.

Working Parties are continuing in The Ravine anel teadow below The Castle. Our effort is now
really starting to show.

FoORP member Christie Ruijsenaars has only
lived in Leeds for about a year, prior to which
she wouldn’t have given a second glance to this
photo from a Dutch magazine to which she
subscribes.

However, the name of the visiting team,
‘Roundhay FC’ of Leeds leapt from the text.
They lost 2-0 to Hilversum’s F C Victoria. Nine

of the Dutch players are seated so the Roundhay
players are all standing. No report of the trip or
match can be found in Leeds Newspapers nor
can they be seen in any published League tables,
yet research in Holland shows this is the first
ever ‘international’ match played in the country!
Where did the team play, we wonder? Could
they have been a church team? But if so, would

but unlike ‘Sheffield Wednesday' passed into
oblivion. We gather a Jewish team used to play
national matches on Soldiers’ Field but not as far
back as 1910. Can any reader shed any further
light on the matter?

AMENDMENTS TO THE RULES OF FoRP
MEMBERSHIP

Those of our Members who have attended the
last two Meetings or who receive their Minutes

by email will know that amendments to the rules
of Membership have been agreed. The
Memorandum and The Articles of Association of

FoRP allows this to be done without the matter
being referred to the AGM or an Extraordinary

Meeting.

BACKGROUND

Since the founding of FoRP in 1994,
approximately 500 Members have come and
gone or stayed — we have a constant number of
Members totalling in excess of 200.

The flow of people joining and leaving makes it
extremely difficult to keep track of people and to
create an accurate database of Members and, on
top of this, the diverse joining/renewal dates
make the issuing of reminders and Membership
Cards a logistical nightmare for our Membership
Secretary, Anne Hepworth.

There has also been a long-standing anomaly, in
that there has been no advantage in becoming
Family Members at £15 p.a. or simply being an
Individual Member at £10 p.a. This has now
been addressed to some extent, as described
below.

There is no intention of increasing Membership
Fees in the foreseeable future. However, a small
number of our Members are still paying the old
£3 or £5 p.a. rates and they will be gently
reminded of the current fees!

The Trustees and Committee of FORP therefore
confirm that the Rules will now be as follows:

THE MEMBERSHIP RULES 2009

There will be an Annual Renewal Date for all
Members of the 3L April and the expiry date will
be the 31 March of the following year

All payments made by cheque will be due on
the £ April

Existing Standing Orders will remain as they
are — i.e. miscellaneous dates - unless the
Member chooses to amend this to tfieAbril.
However, Membership will run from the®'1
April to the 3 March

Anyone joining or renewing Membership
between the %1 January and the 3IMarch will

receive a Membership Card dated to thé' 31
March of the following year

Anyone joining or renewing Membership
between the 3L April and the 31 December will
receive a Membership Card dated to thé' 31
March of the following year

Fees will remain at £10 p.a. for Individual
Membership and £15 p.a. for Family
Membership

Individuals will receive one Membership Card
and Family Members will receive two
Membership Cards

All Membership Cards will be dated from the
1% April to the 3% March

The Trustees and Committee realise that, during
this changeover period, some Members could
lose out on up to 9 months’ Membership in the
worst case. Obviously, we do not wish to cause
our Members any difficulties or inconvenience

and anyone who has concerns is invited to
contact The Secretary or The Membership
Secretary at the usual addresses.

The Membership Secretary will send out
reminders to all those who pay by cheque in
March of each year, but would like all of these
Members to consider changing to payment by
Standing Order, as this would reduce
administration time and costs for FoRP.
Standing Orders are totally under the control of
the Account Holder and no monies can be taken
from an Account without the Holder’s
authorisation. A Standing Order mandate can be
found in the FORP Newsletter.

The Trustees and Committee ask you to accept
these changes, which will make membership
simpler to manage and record and to remember
that the Administrators of FoRP are all
Volunteers who up give their own time to ensure
that we can achieve the aims that our Founders
set out in 1994.
