Report of the General Meeting held on 8th October 
Minutes available from David Binns via news@forp.co.uk 

 
� Carol Fenner, who has left the Council, was wished all the best in her new job and thanked for her 
assistance, co-operation and enthusiasm over the past few years, particularly in connection with the 
establishment of The Lester Library. 
 
� Our President, Marjorie Ziff, has made a most generous donation to FoRP of £250, for which we thank 
her. 
 
� The system of written queries to the Park Management seems to have stalled and we need to consider 
how we can improve or regain a liaison with the Authorities before adding new items to the list.  Relevant 
Green Flag issues were mentioned later in the meeting. 
 
� The Friends’ Garden has developed well over the Summer and the Meeting thanked the Tuesday 
morning workers for keeping the Garden in such good order.  Jon Vogler stated that FoRP would not be 
embarking upon any further large projects.   Restrictions placed upon our working practices mean that 
maintenance is taking up most of the Working Party time. 
 
� The aim is to publish the Newsletter three times a year and a copy is sent to every Member. Additional 
copies are printed off for distribution to libraries, surgeries, etc.  Mike Hollingworth was asked to pass on 
FoRP’s gratitude to Messrs Hollingworth and Moss for their invaluable help in producing the Newsletter 
at a cost lower than normally charged for commercial printing. 
 
� The Lester Library is now installed in The Education Centre and is partially stocked with books.  
Approximately £6,000 has been spent, which leaves £1,500 for further purchases. We are hoping that The 
Lester Family (who live in Israel, the USA and Birmingham, UK) will be able to visit us in January 2009, 
so that we can arrange an “opening” of the Library.  Details will be circulated when the arrangements are 
finalised. 
 
� There was a general discussion on subscriptions, primarily to address the benefit anomaly between 
Individual and Family Memberships and also to consider a move to a Membership “year end”.  The 
Treasurer, Membership Secretary and Secretary will meet up to look at the options available to us and 
report to the next FoRP Meeting. 
 
� It was noted that neither the Ward Councillors nor the representatives of Park Management had been 
able to attend the meeting and also previous ones, because they are always on a Wednesday.  Therefore, 
the next FoRP Meeting will be moved to a Thursday, in the hope of enabling them to attend. 
 
� The adequacy of facilities in the Children’s Play Area at Lakeside was questioned by a new Member.  
This is something that we have raised many times since its installation, as it is woefully under-sized for 
the number of children who come to the Park.  As there is no evidence that this facility will be improved, 
we shall take the matter up with the Ward Councillors. 
 
� It was suggested that FoRP could have a presence at onr of the monthly Farmers’ Markets and place an 
article in The Roundhay Review.  Publicity is always welcome. 
 
� The Meeting concluded with a Presentation on proposals for re-development of the Oakwood Toilet 
Block site with an iconic steel and glass building that would resemble a tilted box. It would be on the 
same footprint as the existing building. The architects stressed that these were preliminary proposals only, 
as discussions were still to take place with Council Members and the planners, before a Planning 
Application is made. Several matters were raised but generally, the proposal was supported by the 
meeting and we look forward to commenting further, once the Planning Application is submitted. 
�



FoRP WORKING PARTIES: Jon Vogler 
 
We benefited from the wet 
summer: everything we had 
planted in the approaches to the 
ravine thrived.  Previously, if 
you walked down the serpentine 
path towards the lower bridge, 
perhaps on your way to the 
sham castle, you might have 
thought you were crossing the 
Arizona desert - a wide area of 
bare yellow subsoil on the right 
and a boggy bank above you on 
the left.  The banks of the beck 
were equally bare and litter, in 
the beck at the base of the 
waterfall, was an eyesore. 
 
No longer!  Our aim is that this 
enchanting spot, with its views 
of the waterfall and its promise 
of mysterious woodland below, 
should beckon the walker away 
from the made-up paths and 
grassy parkland into the 
soothing tranquillity of the 
woods.  So above the beck we 
have planted a dozen viburnums 
and small trees, guardians 
against the encroaching 
rhododendrons.  Nearer the 
water we have put in marsh 
marigold, to give a golden 
stream margin, meadowsweet, 
reedmace and bugbane.  Under 
the waterfall we added skunk 
cabbage and gunnera; hopefully 
their huge leaves will hide the 
inevitable unsightly litter. 
 
A year ago we sowed a wild 
flower mix along that bare 
right-hand bank - it has 
produced a satisfying carpet of 
grass but no wild flowers have 
yet emerged; perhaps next 
spring.  To shame them 
we have added snowdrop bulbs 
just before the bridge.  In the 
opposite bank we put ferns 
which have already started to 
thrive, as has the self-seeded 
sedge.  Lest the sedge should 
swamp everything we have 
moved it, clump by clump and 
are using it to constrict those 
unsightly "desire lines" where 
lazy walkers cut off the bends in 

the path and trample any plant 
that dares to show its head. 
Hopefully we can cut them off 
altogether in due course.  In 
October we added hundreds of 
woodland plants to the left 
bank  - primroses, 
wood avens, St John's wort, 
woundwort and foxglove and in 
November inserted 4000 bulbs - 
English daffodils around the 
bench at the top, English 
bluebells beside the Lake fence 
and wood anemones on the way 
down. 
 
We have had our failures - two 
rowan saplings on the rocky 
terraces did not take and a 
donated conifer in the woods 
was promptly vandalised (but 
has survived).  However two 
exotic liquidambar trees down 
in the ravine have thrived and 
we are about to add tulip trees 
and a couple of maples to give 
spectacular autumn colour. 
The ravine was planted as an 
arboretum by the Nicholsons 
(have you noticed the splendid 
giant redwoods?) and our plan 
is to plant two 
or three exciting and unusual 
trees each year, wherever there 
is a gap in the overhead canopy, 
so that in fifty years' time the 
ravine will be a delightful place 
for our great grandchildren.  At 
ground level the hundreds of 
ferns we added along the banks 
of the beck are flourishing and 
add to the atmosphere of peace 
and mystery. 
                    
The Friends' Garden squad has 
maintained its splendid work 
and the garden last summer 
started to approach maturity.  
The Park staff do 
not touch it, but you will notice 
that the quality of the plants and 
freedom from weeds is every bit 
equal to the rest of the Park. 
Anyone who would like to 
assist (and learn free gardening 
skills from Judith Rothenberg 
and her team) is welcome. 

The next task is the space below 
the sham castle.  We have 
bashed down the Himalayan 
Balsam and now need to clear 
back the fallen branches and 
occasional stones to create a 
pleasing sharp transition from 
parkland to woodland, and 
enable the park mowing 
machine to maintain it. We also 
plan a further assault on the 
boggy stretch at the bottom of 
the ravine path and some gentle 
landscaping around the Dog’s 
Mouth Spring.  And of course 
weeding and weeding - the 
endless battle against briars and 
nettles.   
 

We get valuable help and 
advice from John Roebuck, the 
Park Manager and Head 
Gardener, but are seriously 
obstructed by a ban on using a 
petrol-driven strimmer against 
the weeds.  We hope to 
persuade John and his boss 
Dave Morgan that experienced 
and sensible volunteers can, 
after appropriate safety training, 
be trusted to use this essential 
tool with significant benefit to 
the care of the Park. 
 
Thanks as ever go to Hilary and 
Peter Dyson for providing 
coffee and home-made goodies 
to the workers. It is greatly 
appreciated and, at times, the 
coffee break conversations 
should be recorded for 
posterity! 
 
In conclusion, thanks to all our 
volunteers who turn out month 
after month and who clearly 
enjoy it and get satisfaction 
from such spectacular results.

PARK MANAGEMENT 
 

Carol Fenner left the Department on 19th September and is succeeded by Rebecca Norcliffe who has 12 
years’ experience of working in the Park.  
 
Signposting: Replacement of damaged signs will cost £15,000 but funds have yet to be granted to carry 
out the work. 
 
Tropical World: Opening dates for Totally Tropical Christmas have been adjusted this year – see Events 
List.  There will be a Steel Band and the lights are already erected in Canal Gardens. The venue will be 
open Christmas Eve, New Years Eve & New Years Day but at the shorter hours of 10am – 3pm.  Normal 
closing 3.30pm and shut Christmas Day & Boxing Day. 

  
Green Flag: Following last years Bronze Award, Leeds will be going for Gold next year.  FoRP are 
aware that one of the eight criteria against which sites are assessed is Community Involvement.  The 
judges take note of the contribution of community or volunteer groups in the management and 
maintenance of sites.  A recommendation is that staff operate effectively in meetings with friends’ groups 
and other local organisations and be skilled in offering the support and guidance that such organisations 
need ie they very much encourage a partnership approach.  Fingers crossed that is the environment that 
will continue to operate and under which Roundhay Park will gain a gold in 2009. 

  
 

 
 
 

           



MEMBER PROFILE:  Don Player 

 
Our newest Trustee has a long and interesting 
connection with Roundhay Park.  His roots were in 
the ‘south’ having spent his childhood in Essex and it 
was his architectural training that by chance first 
brought him in contact with Leeds.  Don recounts 
that Northern cities were keen to host the British 
Empire and Commonwealth Games and his thesis 
considered the possibilities of locating the Games on 
Soldiers Field, not something that he would now 
advocate. 
 
It was another coincidence that Don’s wife hailed 
from Leeds and that he later came here to work as an 
architect for Leeds City Council, 
moving to his present house near the 
Park some 35 years ago.  With a 
social conscience to design public 
buildings, he had wanted a position in 
the north where he found he got on 
well with the people, noting their 
genuine openness as compared with 
his experiences ‘down south’ and 
finding kindred spirits in their 
competitiveness at sports.  He found 
the city easy to get in and out of and, 
as we know, with spectacular scenery 
in practically every direction. 
 
It could all have been very different.  
His childhood dream was to become a 
pilot. Don used to walk or cycle the three miles or so 
from home to Southend airport.  There he would 
offer to do any work that was going and hang about 
until someone eventually offered him a free flight!  
He would have a Tiger Moth’s view of his home, the 
Thames estuary and the surrounding countryside.  On 
terra firma, a loner, he would sit under a tree looking 
up and marvelling at the canopy.  Camera and 
sketchbook in hand, he would draw for hours on end.  
This prompted a keen desire to study forestry but 
father thought otherwise and had set his mind against 
anything other than Don becoming an architect. 
Flying, sport and messing with trees did not seem to 
him to be proper careers.  It’s no surprise then that 
the trees of Roundhay are a prime interest.  The acorn 
and saplings he planted in his garden in the early 
days of living here are now huge specimens requiring 
judicious pruning. Don and his wife make a point of 
visiting the arboretum at Thorp Perrow three or four 
times a year. 
 

The youthful loner, a lad whose mother died when he 
was only six and with a brother many years his 

senior, had his life transformed by participation in 
sport at which he had in his modest words a 
‘reasonable level of ability’. That translates into 
football team captain at school, where he was also 
head boy, and being on the ground staff of the Essex 
County Cricket Club, though realising that 
professional sport wasn’t for him.    
 

Rugby took over as his prime sport for some years 
until injury forced him to become the avid supporter 
that he is to this day – inspired by him, his 
granddaughter has played for the Yorkshire Youth 
rugby teams. Not able to follow his father into ball 
sports, Don’s son found his niche in canoeing (flat 

and wild water for Britain) and that 
opened up yet another avenue for Don. 
He started competing in the C2 
discipline - two man kayaking, training 
and coaching with the British squad 
where in Birmingham Human 
Resources lab he used to perform as 
well as any.  However, nine years ago a 
sudden deterioration in his fitness 
became apparent. After investigation 
this eventually led to an operation for a 
triple bypass by the fantastic team at the 
Leeds Heart Unit.   
 

For many years as Secretary to the 
Leeds Canoe Club he tried to persuade 

the Council to allow canoeing at Roundhay now 
granted to the White Rose Canoe Club. Indeed Sports 
administration has always figured in his adult life, 
keen to put something back in return for his 
enjoyment of the many sports in which he indulged.  
That’s an attitude that also applies to his love of 
nature, whether it be in his garden, allotment or the 
Park. Don simply loves to nurture a new plant from 
an existing one and clearly gets enormous pleasure 
sharing and/or giving away the produce of his 
labours. Overcoming his medical problems, Don has 
been a regular attendee at FoRP working parties. A 
true stalwart of the group, he had to be pressed to 
reveal his life story.  
 

 By providence, perhaps, one of Don’s briefs at work 
was the future use of all the buildings within the 
Park.  The plans that he and his colleagues at the 
Council devised for the Mansion were remarkably 
similar to those that were finally put forward when 
the job was outsourced.  
 

We are privileged to have such a public-spirited 
champion in our team. 



 
Hors d'oeuvre  
For starters, local resident and FoRP member, Daniel Gill, managing director of ‘Dine’, has signed a 25 
year contract with Leeds City Council to provide café/restaurant facilities and events catering in the 
Mansion. He and his wife Helen have accepted an invitation to speak about their plans to members at the 
February FoRP meeting.  Meanwhile, we provide this menu as an appetizer, subject of course to 
availability – fresh ideas will doubtless dominate from season to season. 
 

Entrée 
There will be two! A new entrance near the Visitor Centre will cater for access to 
purchase a take-away picnic for eating within the Park grounds and also to a 
traditional waitress service café in the Garden Room and outside on the terrace. The 
portico entrance facing the upper lake will serve as the gateway for private and 
corporate functions. A House Butler will greet the host/guests and an Events 
Manager will ensure the smooth running of all special occasions as already happens 
at the prestigious locations where ‘Dine’ currently operate eg Allerton Castle, 
Harewood House, Nostell Priory etc. Boardroom furniture, electronic display 
equipment, the latest security measures including keycard entry are bound to attract 
companies and other organisations to this spectacular venue.  
 

Main 
The emphasis will be upon re-creating the historic feel and splendour of the Georgian Nicholson Family 
Mansion. A lot of internal work needs to be done so we must be patient but by the end of the summer we 
can expect to relish the fruits of the successful contractors’ labours.  Design plans in very good taste by 
international award winners, Plumtree Mee of Tadcaster, are complete and work will start in 
February/March of 2009. Outside, resin bonded gravel will cover the terrace and up-lighting will show off 
the elevated building as never before. 
 

Cheese 
How many times will this be said by wedding photographers, capturing the smiles of wedding parties 
assembled on the grand main staircase?  The feature will be restored to its full glory with the addition of 
fibre optics chandelier lighting and a sparkling new mirror.  Three of the rooms upstairs, the Barran, 
Waterloo and Fountain, will be licensed for civil marriages. Wedding receptions and birthday parties can 
be easily accommodated.  A website is already up and running for bookings  http://dineinthemansion.com 
 

Dessert 
Christmas Pudding next year for sure.  And more than a sweetener for all concerned about rubbish, ‘Dine’ 
are sponsoring new litterbins in the Park. 
 

Coffee 
Good quality coffee and cakes at affordable prices will be the order of the day – or a comfortable sit down 
lunch/afternoon tea, if you prefer. 
 

Wines 
The restaurant will be licensed but in keeping with the philosophy of complementing the other outlets in 
the Park, there will be no equivalent of the old Phoenix Bar.  That becomes the Colonnade Room and the 
old bar at the rear will house the kitchen and Events office – the only room that will be lost to the public. 
Everything will be within the spirit of re-creating the ambience of the original Victorian dwelling, 
restoring the ceilings and cornices where required, bringing back long lush hanging curtains, exposing 
limestone, mosaic and oak floors, custom carpeting and the use of heritage colours (eg greens and 
creams) throughout.  And what is evident from talking to Daniel and Helen is the good working 
relationship that has been established between ‘Dine’ and the Council.  We’ve waited a long time for 
action but we need whine no more.
