MEMBER PROFILE:  Julia Wilson 
 

Born in Halifax, our new Chairman 
embarked upon a career teaching history 
at Prince Henry’s in Otley before raising 
a family.  Market Research interviewing 
was her lead back into employment in the 
early 1980s when she recognised a gap in 
the market and with a friend started her 
own Research Agency from scratch in 
1985. It soon developed into an 
international concern with prominent 
clients in both the public and private 
sectors.  The Princess Royal, no less, 
accepted an invitation to visit in 2007. 
 
She commuted from 
Leeds to Wetherby, 
where the agency is still 
based, until early 
retirement beckoned.  By 
the time Julia sold out to 
her partner in 2008, there 
were 60 full time 
employees and a 50-line 
24 hour call centre 
staffed by a large locally 
based pool of part time 
telephone interviewers.  
 
Retirement provided the 
opportunity to pursue 
many activities close to 
her heart.  
 
Now walking regularly with two local 
groups, one of which is patronised by 
your Editors, Julia strengthened links 
gained with them via a shared 
Neighbourhood Watch scheme. A 
yearning to get fitter even saw her 
participating in the 14.5 mile 
Yorkshireman off-road half marathon as a 
walker alongside over 300 super-fit fell 
runners. She managed to complete the 
walk, which was over the moors near 

Haworth, in 4.5 hours. She also enjoys 
sailing and the family (two daughters, a 
stepdaughter and stepson) sailed on 
Windermere most weekends when the 
children were young. Now that the family 
are grown up, sailing is confined to 
chartering in the Mediterranean.  
 
Books have always been a passion and 
her tastes are very varied though one of 
her most recent interests has been the 
Peter Robinson series featuring North 
Yorkshire detective Alan Banks.  Those 
who know this author’s frequent musical 

references will 
understand how they 
could be the perfect 
vehicle for expanding her 
wide-ranging musical 
interests. Uploaded to her 
Porsche-based i-pod, the 
tunes accompanied her 
growing genealogical 
trips as she sped around 
the north of England! 
 
Indeed, delving into 
family history threatened 
to take over her life 
before FoRP loomed into 
view. Julia has always 
valued living close to the 
Park and on hearing that 

no one was stepping into the position 
vacated by our former Chairman, she was 
happy for her name to go forward. The 
rest as they say is history - or will be once 
this Newsletter has been read from cover 
to cover!

Following our preliminary 
work, John Roebuck and his team cleared the 
culvert under the path. The resultant drop in 
water level and bogginess has been dramatic 
enabling us to tidy up the banks and remove 
rogue saplings.

John agreed that a large rhododendron on the 
corner had grown far too big and a strong 
presence of 15 workers at the last working party 
enabled us to carry out the work ourselves. We 
are now devising a planting programme that will 
further enhance the area.  

The Wildflower “Meadow” is sown and we shall 
see what appears in the coming Spring! 

We still plan to move on to the Dog's Mouth 
Spring but the bird feeder suggestion has 
foundered because of a perceived rat problem. 
Ruth Sterne who had donated £20 has agreed 
that the money should be used elsewhere.  

At previous Working Parties, we concentrated on 
cutting back overgrown trees and shrubbery to 
improve sight lines to the Ravine water-falls. 
The benefit is best seen from the path between 
the lower bridge and the sham castle, although 
one tree when in leaf will partly spoil the view.

‘Spirit of the Woods’ 
 

In 1956, Leeds Parks Director, L G Knight, 
discovered the neglected nymph in a London 
dealer’s yard and bought it for the Park. He 
envisaged that she would become as popular as 
Peter Pan in Kensington Gardens.  
 

When first renovated, 
the statue was placed 
at the junction of 
paths near the top 
entrance to the Park 
not far from the 
Carriage House. 
Damaged in 1987, 
she was moved into 
Coronation House 
but there damaged 
again. She can now 
be found on a plinth 
in Canal Gardens. 

 

Cleaned and her arm mended, she sits on a log 
atop a pile of rocks with ‘charming friendly 
creatures’ of the woods below.  The statue is not 
unique as another is housed at the Botanical 
Gardens in Sheffield. Both were apparently 
made in bronze and cast by H W Cashmore & 
Company of London, sculptor unknown. 
 
Blue Plaque at LS8 2HH 
 

Joining those at Oakwood Clock and Canal 
Gardens, The Civic Trust Leeds have placed a 
plaque on The Mansion.  It is sponsored by 
Daniel Gill, Managing Director of Dine, who run 
the Garden Room restaurant, alongside which 
the plaque has been placed on the Leeds City 
Council owned building.  
 
It reads: 
  “THE MANSION  In 1803, the wealthy 
insurance broker and later banker Thomas 
Nicholson bought half of the medieval hunting 

park – the ‘Round 
Hay’. In 1815 after 
landscaping the park, 
he moved into this fine 
new house attributed to 
architect Thomas 
Taylor.  The estate was 
purchased for the 
citizens of Leeds in 
1871.”   
 
The Mansion also featured in the 2009 Leeds 
Architecture Awards in both the Altered 
Building and the Conserved Building categories.  
 
Triathlon

scores of participants start a 1500 metre swim in 
Waterloo Lake.

THE LESTER LIBRARY RE-LAUNCH 
 
For the benefit of our newer Members and as a reminder for the rest of us, The Lester Library was set up as a result 
of a £7,500 donation in memory of Bernard Lester by his children Ruth, Elizabeth and Richard.  Bernard was a 
well-known and respected Leeds Educationalist and was also the Master of Ceremonies at the Roundhay Park 
Children’s Days. 
 

FoRP looked at many options for using the Donation, but ultimately agreed on setting up a Library, which it was 
thought would reach the maximum number of people, as it would be available to anyone, of any age. 
 

The Library is housed in The Education Centre at The Mansion in Roundhay Park and, thanks to some dedicated 
Members, opened weekly from April to December in 2009.   In a way, this was an experimental period, during 
which we learned quite a lot and this has enabled us to put in hand changes which will develop the appeal and 
increase the usage of the Library. 
 

Presently, the Library contains almost 400 books on a range of subjects from flora and fauna to local interests and 
history, the majority of which are relevant to Roundhay Park, no matter how tenuous that link might be!  For the 
moment, we feel that this is adequate, but, if more books are discovered which are relevant, they will be included. 
 

The main changes you will see when we re-open (hopefully on 3rd April 2010) are: 
 

�  The Library will be joined by a FoRP Display and Information Point, with an invitation to “Meet the 
Friends of Roundhay Park”, which will attract more people to come and see what it is all about and, more to the 
point, help us to canvass for new Members. 
 

�  Visitors will be able to use one of the rooms to sit and browse in some comfort, rather than having to hover 
around the bookcases and any of the books can be taken out on loan. 
 

�  Ideas are being formulated for more impact externally to show that the Centre is open for business and 
stating clearly what is on offer.  There will also be a poster campaign.  Some of the signage details will have to be 
negotiated with the Park Management and then be put into production, which makes it unlikely that it will all be in 
place for the re-opening. 
  
�  Longer term, we intend to work on a Park Archive, which will include historical documents, photographs, 
personal memories and any other information which can be found.  This is a major project in its own right, but 
should be well worth the effort involved. 
 

We do have other ideas to tickle things along, but the final hurdle will be to try and get more people involved, so 
that we are able to open longer and/or more often.  Last year, we settled on opening for three hours on a Saturday 
afternoon – (we found morning opening attracted only a few people) – but we would really like to be able also to 
open on Sunday afternoons and on the occasional Bank Holiday and during Park Events. 
 

Last but not least – an Appeal!  We do need help from our Members in all kinds of ways: 
 

�  Please consider joining the small band of Volunteers who kept the Library going last year.  There are 
always at least two or us there at any time, so you will never be lonely and there are some really good books for the 
quieter moment.   The FoRP information point should also make the environment a little livelier and encourage 
people to come in for a chat. 
 

�  If you have any books which you would like to donate, particularly of local interest or of historical events, 
they would be most welcome.  We could also do with a few childrens’ books, so that any adults with small children 
could keep them occupied whilst they browsed.  Do you have any photographs or memories of anything related to 
the Park (or anything else) which you think may be suitable for the Archive?  Let us know. 
 

The 2010 planned re-Opening will be at 2.00 p.m. on Saturday 3rd April 2010, so why not come along and see 
what you have been missing!
