Report of the Annual General Meeting held on 19 June 2009

The Chairman, John Richards, commenced the formal procedutee Meeting after welcoming
everyone in attendance and having summarised the majos@fghe year.

MEMBER PROFILE:

It was easy to arrange a meeting with Valerie
because she's so busy! Nearly every hour in her
diary, it seems, is accounted for, so it was just a
question of claiming one of the few vacant ones.
Over a pleasant beverage and chat in the Garden
Room café at The Mansion, her 'life story'
emerged.

Born in Durham, where she spent her childhood
and early adult years, her father's job as
Secretary of the County National Farmer's Union
and his voluntary activities

inculcated in her a respect and

desire for public service. To

begin with though she first had

to establish herself as someone

with something to offer and

soon rejecting what she saw as

a boring job in a male-

dominated bank, Valerie set

about learning secretarial skills

at the local Technical College,

taking shorthand at a

respectable 140 words per

minute and typing at 70 words per minute in
double quick time.

In those days, to meet eligible bachelors meant
either joining the Young Conservatives or the

Young farmers! She chose the former and met
the latter in debating which she much enjoyed.
Indeed, the first words she uttered to her
husband-to-be was in a debate entitled 'Eat,
drink, and be merry, for tomorrow we die' and

the words spoken were 'Mr Chairman'!

Her organisational skills came to the fore when
as Vice Chairman of the YCs in 1961 she

organised a barbeque to raise monies for World
Refugees, in the process meeting local
dignitaries and raising £1,500 in a single day.
She had obtained a job in the General Office at
Durham University from where she applied for

the position as personal Assistant to the Vice
Chancellor.

A consequence of marriage in the same year led
to a move away from the North East with
sojourns in Kent, Surrey, York, Norwich,

Cambridgeshire and finally to Leeds in 1983.
Ever curious and seeking fulfilment, on her
travels Valerie became a Parish Councillor and
entered the world of journalism, boasting
editorship of the Independent at one stage - the
Huntingdon Independent that is! In addition, her
CV includes an Open University course, Citizens
Advice Bureau counselling, fundraising for the
Party, a Management Course for Women, PR
and Marketing work. In the latter role, a trip to
San Jose coincided with an earthquake. Taking
that in her stride arguably
acquits her for any attacks she
might encounter in politics!

Somehow between jobs and
public service, four children,
two boys and two girls, came
along and three of them have
presented her with 6
grandchildren with an age
variation between 19 and 2.
One daughter's reception was
held at none other a place than
The Mansion in August 1986 before setting up
home in South Africa, moving to Botswana, Fiji
and different parts of Australia, providing
admirable holiday locations for Valerie
involving many fun-packed adventures.

The list of her current activities is endless eg
Trustee of West Yorkshire Playhouse, a Trustee
of the Leeds Tapestry, on the Committee of the
Lord Mayor's Charity, Deputy Executive
member for Adult Health & Social Care and
Member of the Council's Scrutiny Board
(Central and Corporate) overseeing the decisions
of the Executive Board, ever keen to challenge
unnecessary expenditure. A Governor of both
Kerr Mackie and Roundhay School Technology
College, Valerie became a Councillor for the
Roundhay Ward in 2004 thereby establishing a
long association with FoRP. With restricted
budgets, she has nevertheless tried along with
her fellow councillors to bring about
improvements to the area. Whatever one's
politics, her dedication and commitment to a
cause have to be admired.
